Graduate Research Assistantship 

in Pomology/Food Science
A Ph.D. Graduate Assistantship is available beginning January, 2018, with the Department of Plant and Environmental Sciences at New Mexico State University (NMSU). The research project will focus on fruit processing and nutrient analysis of jujubes, also called Chinese dates (Ziziphus jujuba). The student will be responsible for developing studies related to this project, collect and analyze data, prepare research manuscripts and research presentations. The student will complete his/her course work and the majority of the research on the main campus at Las Cruces, NM. A small portion of the research will be conducted at the NMSU Sustainable Agriculture Science Center at Alcalde, NM. Position FTE is 20 hours per week during the academic year and 40 hours per week during summer.

Applicants must have a M.Sc. degree in pomology, food science or related field. Preference will be given to the student with strong horticulture/food science background, and working experience and knowledge of analytical equipment such as HPLC.
